2009 was a memorable year for Lucan Sarsfields with successes both on and off the field

of play. The performance of the Juvenile Camogie section was once again remarkable.

The Club can now boast Division 1 champions at U11 U12, U13 and U15 age groups as

well as Division 3 Feile winners. The fact that Lucan has become Dubl i n"s number o
camogie club in such a short period of time is a
and talented players. Speaking at a 125-year celebration last year former GAA President

Nickey Brennan made special mention of the great revival of Camogie in Lucan.

There was also Division 1 success for the U12 hurlers and footballers but it was the
performance of the U16 hurlers that really shone. By winning the league a few weeks
after losing the championship in agonising circumstances our U16 hurlers proved, what
many already knew that they were the outstanding team in their age group in Dublin and
probably the Country. We congratulate their management team on their successes and
thank them and all the other U16 managers and mentors across the four codes who now
step down after years of hard work in guiding their teams through the juvenile ranks. We
hope all our U16 players will continue to enjoy Gaelic games with the Club in minor and
other adult teams.

Our Minor footballers too tasted success by reaching the league final and by beating
Ballinteer St. Johns in the Minor B Championship Final. The Junior Lady footballers built
on a successful 2008 season by completing an historic championship double when they
too beat Ballinteer St. Johns in the C Final in August.

Following their promotion the previous season the main objective of the Senior camogie
squad and management was to retain their Senior Bl status however the team
surpassed expectations by finishing runners-up in the league. This performance and the
performance of our Juvenile camogie teams augur well for even greater success in this
code at adult level in the future.

For the third year in a row our Senior hurlers went out of the A Championship at the semi

final stage. Ballyboden had beaten them on the two previous occasions and this year

they fell to Craobh Chiarain. However with the margin of defeat reducing from 11 points in

2007 to 5 points in 2008 and by only a single point in 2009 the team must now believe

that they have the abilit y and , know how" to reach the final a

Five days before the night of the All Weather Development Draw consideration was given
to postponing the draw as we were unlikely to make the necessary ticket sales. What
happened over the next few days was extraordinary. Every section of the Club rallied to
produce a flow of tickets into the Club that became a flood on the night of the draw. We

Our biggest off-field challenge over the next few years will be to manage our finances in
difficult economic times. The issue of our falling income must be addressed and like
households and other organisations we must plan to use funds more efficiently in the
future. This might mean that the Club can no longer afford to fund or part-fund things that
were paid for in the past. Much will depend on our ability to raise funds through
sponsorship, fundraising and better support of our facilities. In regard to sponsorship we
thank our sponsors and patrons for their generous support in 2009 and look forward to
their continuing support in the coming year.

Fundraising wil!/l be key this year and it
prepared to help out in organising events and not rely on the same people all the time. At
the very least we must support these events in greater numbers. Suppor ti ng
facilities is probably the easiest way to increase revenue and we should all make a
concerted effort in this regard. Mentors should ask a parent or an adult player on their
team to arrange one team event in the bar or function room this year — the benefits of
such would be more than just financial.

With pressure on finances and to comply
last week we must improve our on-pi tch discipline so as
reputation and to avoid needless and costly fines. Arguing with referees by players,
mentors and supporters should not be tolerated. It is counterproductive, displays a poor
attitude to the game and sometimes provides an excuse for not winning. We must also
avoid fines for not reporting results within the required timelines.
